A message from the Eco-Church group - the Big Butterfly Count, run by
Butterfly Conservation, is over for another year, but don’t let that stop you looking
for these beautiful creatures. During the month of the campaign, several visits to
the Nature Reserve recorded a total of 7 different species - almost the same as last
year. Lots of white butterflies, speckled wood butterflies and some gatekeeper
butterflies. We didn’t find any red admirals, but we did see holly blue and small
copper butterflies. Butterflies are generally in decline, so the information we collect
is hugely important. The hot weather and lack of flowers in the Reserve have made
a difference this year, so we hope our Eco Church Garden can help in a small way.
